Fall Meeting Minutes

Thursday November 18, 2010

Call to order: AB called the meeting to order at 11:20.
Approval of minutes: KOL asked that a change in the May minutes be made regarding a comment she made about POPT’s in the “NE” area (instead of the NW area as written).
Motion that the minutes from May, 2010 be approved – PJ

Elections: AB asked for nominations for Chair and Secretary: Suzanne and/or Pete are nominated for secretary.  Pete is considering Chair but would like to talk to Christine. Nominations will remain open for two weeks.
Chair Report: AB appointed CE as the parliamentarian and time keeper for the meeting. AB suggested that next spring when food orders are taken, that programs submit announcements which will be dispersed with the agenda to save time. The extra time at the end of the business meeting that is saved could be used by small groups to complete tasks that come up during the meeting.
Program Announcements:

UT: All on one campus now. 100% pass rate. The program underwent a name change; colleges could be combined.
Walsh: CM is published in the Acute Care section and the PT Journal. She and Jeanne Cole received a grant from the Education Section to study clinical education placement from the site perspective.
CSU: KV is new to her position. Many name changes occurred with respect to the college and school. Enrollment was increased to 42. First DPT will graduate in December. KOL is to become program director – awaiting contract.  Cleveland Clinic partnership is no longer being pursued due to severe budget cuts at Cleveland Clinic. 

YSU: New president hired who is the first female president.
OU: Many name changes to programs and divisions and colleges. One position is open. JH finishes classes next summer. Their tDPT ends this year. Semester transition planning in progress, with change to semesters in 2012 the total number of clinical education weeks decrease by 3 weeks.
UC: 100% pass rate. They hired a new provost. CE is nearly ABD! 
UF: Hired Joyce Lammers and are planning to hire another person. UF hired their first female president.
BU: Program is to move from 8 semesters to 9 semesters which would affect the class entering 2012. Clinical Education is moving from 5 rotations to 4 rotations but to increase from 36 weeks to 42 weeks. Also, they will have 14 presentations at CSM. BU hired a new part time faculty to develop a residency program in neuro and assist in teaching  neuro coursework.
UD: Sean is new to his position. Welcome! UD received full accreditation.
OSU: Going to semesters; with this transition in 2012 the total number of clinical education weeks decrease by 2 weeks. 100% pass rate. TA to present at CSM on Clinical Education (along with Matt Briggs and John DeWitt). All second year students are going to CSM.
UK: Stable. Their tDPT will only be in place until 2012. LE has been on sabbatical and was charged with moving the UK free clinic to a new larger space. She found space in an existing clinic that can devote two nights per week. She also has 10 PTs volunteering. UK has been doing a medical mission for the last three years. LE received a small grant to make a seven minute movie about their medical mission. LS has been doing a “lottery” for clinical assignments and it went well. LE said there is likely to be a third school in KY (Western Kentucky University); some concern exists as to the WKU dean’s awareness of the amount of support required for clinical education.
MSJ: Their curriculum was revised and more integrated so that clinicals are not as rigid, eliminating the need for specific types of rotations at specific times. 100% pass rate.
Officers' Reports:

Secretary:

· Faculty liaison to write blurb for newsletter, “Education Updates.” PJ, LE, LS will write for the KY newsletter. 
Treasurer’s Report: CE provided a written budget with proposed expenses and actual expenses to date. She updated the account information and provided a proposed 2011 budget. Documents are to be added to the Yahoo website. CE recommended to keep the dues as is and to send out notification in January.
PTA Consortium Report: CE had asked the PTA educators if they wanted to continue to support the CI reception at OPTA state conference which has been sponsored by the PT ($1000) and PTA ($500) Consortiums. Some of the responses were less favorable because the only way that participants knew that it was sponsored by the PT and PTA Consortiums was a small sign and that they did not consider it good use of their money (but there was no consensus on this from the PTA Consortium). Since no conclusion was reached, JH and JS are to follow up. They will both then work with Shane, executive director at OPTA, on improving publication of sponsorship. KOL reminded everyone that we used to provide ribbons for credentialed clinical instructors – but we ran out of these. Other suggestions were to place sponsorship on the conference agenda and use a blast email. JH will also make sure that the new sign for OPTA will include the KY component of the consortium. 64 PTA programs are being developed in the nation. PTA CPI in effect as of July 2010 however minimal number of programs have converted to this to date. 

Committee Reports:

OKCPTP Annual Workshop Planning Committee: Dinner is planned with PM facilitating the discussion. There will be 12 clinician guests for dinner. CM drafted a consent form to ask if participants would like to contribute to data that could be analyzed and contributed to the Education journal. After discussion, it was decided not to conduct a formal research but to table this to discuss at the Spring meeting, possibly to conduct the research at the 2011 annual course/dinner. 63 people are registered for the course. Some suggestions for next year are to have an electronic registration. Also, some corporations offered to sponsor the course, but this needs further discussion about the pros and cons. Corporate sponsorship discussion is tabled until Spring. The group also needs to discuss the outcome of the dinner meeting and if repeated, decide if participants will be asked to pay for the course. In a previous meeting it was thought that the participants of the dinner would not pay for the CEU.
Student SIG: Kelly Moore and Alicia Walter will be PT liaison co-chairs and TA is going to transition off the Student SIG. TA is trying to gain more PTA participation.  Only 5 teams competed in the student challenge – which is less than in previous years. This may be due to it being perceived as less fun. The panel discussion was well received.
Faculty Liaison Committee / OPTA updates: After the PTA consortium decides on sponsorship of the lunch at OPTA annual conference, JH will follow up regarding a new sign that includes both the Ohio and Kentucky Consortium. 
KPTA and OPTA Conference Committee: Amelia Siles volunteered to be the hostess at the annual OPTA conference during the lunch and will collect names for the CI credential course drawing. An advanced CI credentialing course will be held April 7-9 in conjunction with OPTA annual conference, to be held at the Embassy Suites, Dublin. Advocacy Day at the Ohio State House is to be May 17th.  A Level I CI course is to be held Oct 14-15 in conjunction with OPTA Leadership conference. The KPTA is considering opening of the practice act to address issues regarding foreign trained PTs and to add stronger reprimands for those who breach their duty.
2011 OCPTP Annual Workshop: no discussion held as information to be gleaned at the dinner meeting tonight. NW is to host the workshop 2011.
New Business: 
Clinical Data: All shared methods in which clinical data is collected via excel sheets, word documents and PT manager. 

Student Supervision/Medicare Changes/Documentation:  AB shared documents from APTA and CMS regarding rule changes and student supervision. These will be uploaded to the Yahoo website. So far, no clinical have been canceled due to the rule changes as the sites seem more informed and prepared this time. PM reported that his students have given inservices on the changes and how to implement them which has been helpful. Discussion was held regarding whether students should or should not document. Many have instructed students and CI’s to allow students to document and for CIs to write in that they supervised and participated in the care of the patient so that it accurately reflects what was done. Ultimately, it is up to the site to determine the rules about documentation and whether they are willing to risk student documentation appearing in the chart. APTA still supports the stance that students should not document with Medicare Part B patients. 

Termination / Pulling a student/ Giving feedback: Much discussion was held regarding when and how to pull students when there seems to be problems both at the student level and at the CI level. Discussion was held on how to give a CI feedback to address the issues of the CI that contributed to the difficult situation. JH reported that she will send a letter to the CCCE after a rotation is completed when she sees that the evaluation of the site / CI do not meet acceptable criteria. Some use a face to face meeting with CCCE, and/or manager, and/or CI. Some sites copy the student evaluation and keep that on file.

Research: TA proposed that our consortium read the article by Weatherbee in the recent PT Education section journal and consider this for our group next year. This will be discussed in the spring. JH updated all on the Ohio University multi-site research. She reported that 120 participants submitted data so far, hoping for ~100 more participants before data collection ends. Analysis is to be completed in the near future. 
Paperless March Mailing date: Three programs are using this method (CSU, UK and OSU) and an email is sent to everyone on the mailing list with a slot request form and a memo. For these programs, the process is working well. Sites who do not respond electronically are also the ones who do not follow up with paper, so follow up is needed. 

CSIF: There is some interested in AMS (sponsor of the CPI) is planning to add the CSIF to the system but no time line is established. The exact increase is unknown, but some thought it would increase the cost by $600 and would then cost $1500 to programs. A future idea would be to allow students to see what sites have to offer and for there to be some sort of matching system.

First come/First served: A brief discussion was held about the use of this statement. Some negative comments were made but not a large amount. One site said they were going to use first come, first served, but eliminated that after receiving the letter. Some sites are still using the first come, first served method. Most felt neutral about this topic and that no further action is needed.

Release of sites not being used: Discussion was held regarding release of sites not being used and a potential uniform date of Dec 15th was considered. Everyone agreed to email AB an annual date by which they do/could release sites and she will aggregate/share the information so that discussion by email can occur prior to next year’s March mailing with the goal of establishing a uniform consortium deadline. Some state in their letter of request that placements will be made by a certain date and if the site had not heard by then, the site was released. Others formally confirm use or non-use of sites. 
Old Business:
Name: To change the name from the Ohio Consortium to the Ohio-Kentucky Consortium, it was suggested that the Ohio pro-bono lawyer, Rick Colby, and the UK lawyer speak to each other. A question was raised if the old account could be closed and a new one be opened. CE to inquire at the bank if this is possible and what would be needed if a new account was opened.
